INT (OR ext):  NAME OF LOCATION – DAY (OR NIGHT)

Immediately above is the SLUG LINE, a brief description of the location.  INT means interior and EXT means exterior.  Just the facts here, no descriptive language.

In the paragraph below the SLUG LINE, describe the location briefly, then name the characters in the scene.  Use ALL CAPS the first time a character’s name appears.

CHARACTER 1

Write the character’s lines in this format.  If he or she turns his or her attention to someone or something new, say so with a parenthetical like this:

(into the phone)

If there is a descriptive that would help a reader understand the manner in which a line is said, use a parenthetical like this:

(sarcastic)

These are the two accepted uses of parentheticals.

Action is described in this format.  Use it for characters entering or exiting the scene, and to describe activities which help clarify what’s happening or a character’s emotional state.

A good rule of thumb is: if it takes longer to read a description than the filmed moment would last onscreen, it’s too long.
